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ARDOT/FHWA announce I-57 preferred interstate route  

By PAM LOWE 
Clay County Courier 
 
Last week the Arkansas Department of Transportation (ARDOT) and Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA) announced the Preferred Alternative Roll Plot for the Future I-57 project to construct a future 
interstate facility from Walnut Ridge in Lawrence County to the State Line within Clay County, and 
through Greene and Randolph Counties.   
In an interview with Brad Smithee, ARDOT District 10 Engineer, he discussed the preferred location of I-
57 as far as its possible effect on the economy of the City of Corning and western Clay County and how 
seriously the concerns of landowners with property within the proposed corridor will be taken.  
Possible impact on local commerce 
One question addressed as far the city’s commerce is what will the moving of the main highway corridor 
in and out of Corning do for local business? Smithee responded, “Well, for this type of thing, that's 
always a problem, you know, what do you do with the traffic if you move it? If you were to choose to 
build an interstate, and you go right through any town, we all know what that looks like. So that's a very 
intrusive, big roadway project. And that's very difficult to retrofit through a town. So you're also 
balancing all of those things.” The engineer said that there are communities where an interstate has 
been for a long time, and communities do tend to build around interchanges and things. He said all the 
factors have to be weighed, figure out what the impacts are, both economically and environmentally. 
“Environmentally certainly means with existing properties, with people, with the lands and artifacts and 
all of those things. So when you put that big package together, you've got to find the best fit for all 
purposes. The current alignment, in reality there's been a lot of discussion about this possible work.” 
Smithee said that what's happening now has been narrowed down to what's called the preferred route. 
Other ideas have been eliminated other thoughts and ideas based on all the comments ARDOT has 
received. He said, “Someone may not be so tickled with the location as it moves away from Corning. It's 
going to transfer a lot of traffic loadings out of the 62 - 67 intersections. A lot of communities see these 
as growth opportunities, it might be an opportunity for someone, a new business or you know, an 
existing business to find a new location or something out near an intersection somewhere. So you know, 
it's just all in the eye of the beholder and how it affects you personally or you professionally. And that's 
a very interesting dynamic that happens with these types of projects in my mind.” 
Seriousness of individual and public concerns 
“Every comment is taken for what it is and we try to look at it and see if we can mitigate that concern”, 
explained Smithee. He provided an example of landowners having a very specific thing on their family 
farm or their home and whether ARDOT and FHWS can make a minor adjustment and just employ that 
issue. “Sometimes, it really depends if it's going up through a 400-acre farm, and you would, in my 
comment if I'm the owner, was to say, “Hey, don't do that.” Well, okay, if we're going to move it east or 
west off of my farm, we may be moving it over to your farm, right? And so, you can never avoid all 
negative impacts that people may not want,” he said. 
“The truth is, as we've narrowed these choices down and found this preferred route, it's getting harder 
to make significant changes that someone might just say, can you please leave me alone? And so, that 
still doesn't mean we can't do minor things.”  
The typical section for the Walnut Ridge to Missouri State Line connection in Clay, Greene, Lawrence, 
and Randolph counties consists of a four‐lane divided highway with a depressed grass median. Each of 
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the four travel lanes will be 12 feet wide with a 6‐foot‐wide shoulder on the inside and a 10‐foot‐wide 
shoulder on the outside. If future studies determine frontage roads are required, the travel lanes will be 
11 feet wide with 4‐foot‐wide shoulders on each side. 
He said that ARDOT takes every comment seriously. “Can we just address those comments? Do anything 
anybody asks? Well, unfortunately, no, because sometimes those questions would really mean moving 
everything now over a sectional land or, you know, whatever distance. And when you do that, you're 
just putting that impact to someone else that still may not like it. So, you're having to get down to these 
points where, okay, here's our prepared route, and now what can we do to mitigate the impacts that we 
can? And so that's, that's really the process.” 
He said, “We still need those comments from the public and their thoughts about very specific things 
and even general. And at this point, no right away's been bought, the final designs still not made. That's 
the next steps after this, this process here in December, you know, we start really getting more detail in 
the design and knowing what does drainage look like? What does the roadway look like? And we start 
adding more and more detail to the overall plans and designs. So those are the things that can really still 
have a lot of impact by public comment.” 
Acquiring right of ways 
“We do have to cross private lands and things like this,” Smithee said. “We do need to acquire right of 
way. So the friendly side of that is we don't just take it. You don't lose your land and get no 
compensation for it. The first steps are we finalize the designs. We know exactly what we must need 
from all the property owners, and we do appraisals. We value the land to the very best of our ability for 
what it's worth. And that means land value. Any improvements like buildings or homes or farm wells or 
whatever else may be out there that adds value.” They come up with an appraisal, and then at the 
appropriate time in the future, they approach that owner, and they make them an offer for what they 
would like to buy that land for, and what they believe is the fair market value. “Now, if that owner 
doesn't agree with that value, he or she is certainly welcome to explain to us what they believe the 
value should be and based on what reasons. We can negotiate it and, you know, those negotiations are 
part of every dealing with each individual property on it,” he said. He indicated that if there’s a big gap 
and negotiations can't go forward and the property owner can’t be paid what they want and they won’t 
accept what is being offered for their property, Smithee said its then eminent domain becomes the 
conversation. “So what we would do at that point, if we just could see an impasse and we can't 
negotiate a purchase, then we would file a condemnation. We would either give you the money or place 
on deposit at the county courthouse, the amount of money that we appraised your land for, and then 
the improvements and everything else. And that money is there for you. If in that case, you just don't 
ever feel like that what you've received is adequate, you could obtain an attorney. Generally, that 
process means that the attorney and the owner would get their own appraisals. I encourage people to 
do that at any time, and that way they're more comfortable with our appraisal, something to compare 
to. But they would get all that together.” 
Public meetings and comments 
The Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and ARDOT invite interested individuals and entities to 
provide comments on the DEIS. The public may obtain the comment form in the meeting minutes 
packet at the Corning Public Library or online at https://future57.transportationplanroom.com/.  
The public comment period began November 13, 2022 and will extend until January 13, 2023.  
The Arkansas Department of Transportation (ARDOT) and Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) will 
conduct three Location Public Hearings.

In Randolph County, there will be a meeting held on Saturday, Dec. 14 from 4 to 7 p.m. at the

Pocahontas Community Center.

Smithee encouraged everyone in the area to attend the meeting and voice their concerns.

Additionally, there is a lack of reliable 
transportation infrastructure to support economic development and a need to enhance resiliency along 
the route to extreme weather events.

The project’s purpose is to address the above needs by 
constructing a future interstate facility from Walnut Ridge to the State line within Clay, Greene, 
Lawrence, and Randolph counties, Arkansas. 

What alternatives were considered in the DEIS? 
In addition to the required No Action Alternative, action alternatives that 
were carried forward and analyzed in the DEIS include Alternatives 2, 3, 
A, B, and C (Figure 1 on next page). Alternatives 2 and 3 are Main 
Corridor Alternatives while Alternatives A, B, and C are Missouri 
Connector Alternatives. 

All five action alternatives are fully-controlled access highways, meaning 
vehicles can only enter or exit the roadway at interchanges. This type of 
facility is also referred to as an interstate highway or freeway. Alternatives 2 and 3 each have six 
proposed interchanges and Alternatives A, B, and C each have one proposed interchange at the 
Arkansas-Missouri State line. 

Alternatives 2 and 3 both begin at the Hwy. 67/412 interchange at Walnut Ridge and both 
terminate north of Corning with the option to tie into one of the three Missouri Connector 
Alternatives. Alternative 2 is primarily located between Hwy. 67 and the Dave Donaldson Black 
River Wildlife Management Area (WMA). Alternative 3 is primarily located parallel to and east of 
the Hwy. 34/90 corridor.

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What will the roadway look like? 
As shown in Figure 2, the proposed roadway for all action alternatives would be a four-lane divided 
highway with a depressed grass median and an approximately 400-foot-wide right of way (ROW). 
If future studies determine frontage roads are required, the travel lanes will be 11 feet wide with 
4-foot-wide shoulders on each side.

What is the preferred alternative?  
As shown in Figure 3 on the following page, the Preferred Alternative is a combination of Alternative 2 
and Alternative C and would provide a future interstate connection from Walnut Ridge to the Missouri 
state line.  

Alternative C includes a 0.17-mile section of County Road 278 to accommodate an interim four-lane 
roadway that would tie the preferred alternative back into Highway 67 if Missouri Department of 
Transportation (MoDOT) has not already completed their project at the state line.

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What are the Impacts from the Preferred Alternative? 
Regarding the environment, the most important impacts from the project are shown in Table 1. While 
every effort has been made to minimize negative impacts during the alternative studies, additional 
efforts will be made during the detailed design. There is not an alternative that avoids all impacts. 

The Preferred Alternative best maximizes the benefits from the project while minimizing the negative 
impacts to the extent possible.
